RULES & REGULATIONS

Policy & Establishment of Farmers' Market.

Establishment of Farmers' Market.


The Town of Cornwall Farmers' Market shall provide a producer-only selling place at which local farmers and related food vendors may offer for sale their produce and wares.  

Farmers' Market Dates of Operation.


The Town of Cornwall Farmers' Market shall be conducted from June 1st through November 1st every Wednesday from 12 pm to 6 pm and every Saturday from 10 am to 2 pm.  It shall also be conducted from November 2nd through May 31st every other Saturday from 10 am to 2 pm.


Such dates and times for conducting the Farmers' Market may be changed by resolution of the Town Board.

Farmers' Market Site.


From June 1st through November 1st (i.e., the "Regular Season") the Town of Cornwall Farmers' Market shall be conducted on the portion of the Town's property at Town Hall Property abutting Main Street and adjoining the parking lot by the tennis courts.  


From November 2nd through May 31st (i.e., the "Winter Season") the Cornwall Farmers' Market shall be conducted in Munger Cottage.


Such locations may be changed at any time by resolution of the Town Board.

Parking.


During the Regular Season persons participating in the Farmers' Market as sellers (i.e., "Vendors") will back into parking spaces adjacent to the tennis courts and Town Hall, or in such other area(s) as the Market Manager may direct.  Persons participating in the Farmers' Market as buyers (i.e., "Customers") will park in the Town Hall parking lot or in such other area(s) as the Market Manager may direct.


During the Winter Season both Vendors and Customers will park in such parking spaces near Munger Cottage as shall be designated by the Market Manager.

Lavatory Facilities.


During the Regular Season the lavatory facilities on the first floor of Town Hall shall be made available for use by Vendors and Customers attending the Farmers' Market.  During the Winter Season the lavatory facilities in Munger Cottage shall be made available for use by Vendors and Customers attending the Farmers' Market.

Participation In The Farmers' Market.

Who May Participate the Farmers' Market.


Only producers of meats, fresh produce, baked goods or foodstuffs grown or made within 100 miles of the Town of Cornwall may participate in the Town of Cornwall Farmers' Market as Vendors. 

What May Be Sold at the Farmers' Market.


Only the following items may be sold at the Town of Cornwall Farmers' Market:

· locally grown fruits and vegetables; 

· locally produced meats and eggs;

· locally grown cut flowers and potted plants;

· locally produced artisanal cheeses;

· locally made baked goods and foodstuffs;

· locally produced honey;

· locally made chocolates;

· locally made jams and preserves;

· locally made or produced goods related to edible items offered for sale at the Farmers' Market, (e.g., bees' wax candles, seasonings, sauces, etc.)

· locally brewed beer and locally made wine. 

The list of items permitted to be offered for sale at the Farmers' Market may be changed by resolution of the Town Board.

Request & Approval For Participation:


Any individual who wishes to be a Vendor at the Town of Cornwall Farmers' Market shall submit a request to do so on the application form attached as Schedule "A."  The application shall be submitted to the Town of Cornwall Recreation Department.  Applications must be submitted at least two business days prior to the date of the first Farmers' Market session in which the applicant wishes to participate. 

Participation Fee.


During the Regular Season there shall be a fee for participation in the Town of Cornwall Farmers' Market of Twenty-Five Dollars ($25.00) per day or Forty Dollars ($40) per week.


During the Winter Season there shall be a fee for participation in the Town of Cornwall Farmers' Market of Twenty Dollars ($20.00) per day.


Such fees shall be paid to the Town of Cornwall Recreation Department.  


In the event that the Farmers' Market does not operate on a date for which payment was made, there shall be a refund of participation fee for such date, however, the participation fee shall otherwise be nonrefundable unless given a 24 hour notice by vendor.


The amount charged as participation fees may be changed by resolution of the Town Board.

Insurance.


Every application for a license shall be accompanied by a certificate of general liability insurance in an amount of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) naming the Town of Cornwall as an additional insured.

Licenses For Certain Vendors.  


Persons selling meats, fish, home-canned items, alcoholic beverages or any other item requiring a license are responsible for obtaining such licenses and providing a copy to the Town prior to commencing sales.  Both wineries and breweries must have a marketing permit to offer tastes an encouragement to a sale.

Taxes, Food Stamps and Sales Permits.


It is not contemplated that any taxable transactions will transpire at the Farmers' Market.  Nevertheless, each Vendor shall be responsible for collecting his/her own sales tax (where applicable). 


It is not contemplated that the vendors at the Farmers' Market will accept Food Stamps.  Nevertheless, any Vendor accepting Food Stamps shall be responsible for complying with all applicable Federal, State and Local laws and regulations regarding the same. 


Any Vendor selling produce or goods for which display of permit is required shall be responsible for displaying such permits.

Department of Health Regulations.


All Vendors participating in the CFM must comply with all NYS Department of Health Requirements

 Set Up and Clean Up.


Vendors shall be responsible for setting up and maintaining their designated sales area in a safe and clean manner during operation of the Farmers' Market.  


All Vendors shall clean up their designated sales area at the end of each Farmers' Market session and place all trash in the waste receptacles provided at the site.  All Vendors shall remove their vehicles from the Farmers' Market site within thirty (30) minutes of the designated closing time. 

Cooperation With Town.


All Vendors must comply with the directives of Town representatives as to unloading, loading, parking, set-up and clean up at the Farmers' Market.

Compliance With Rules & Regulations.


Participation in the Farmers' Market is expressly conditioned upon compliance with the Town's Rules and Regulations for the Farmers' Market and all applicable laws and Code provisions.  If a Vendor is found to have violated the Town's Rules and Regulations for the Farmers' Market and/or any applicable laws and Code provisions, the Town Board may revoke the Vendor's approval to participate in the Farmers' Market for such amount of time as the Town Board deems appropriate.

No pets.


Vendors may not bring any animals onto the Farmers' Market site during hours of operation except as expressly authorized by the Town Board and for certified service animals.
